The main responsibilities of the Psychometrist include 
performing psychometric testing, behavioural assessments as well as implementing developmental and 
behavioural intervention strategies and plans under the direction of the Supervisor of Psychological 
Services.

Specific background courses in psychometric testing and behaviour 

modification is preferred as well as having worked with individuals with a developmental disability. Ability 

to operate a computer and various software programs is essential. Other requirements include the ability 

to work independently and as a member of a multidisciplinary team, valid class G driver’s license and use 

of a vehicle.  Bilingualism in both French and English would be an asset and may be considered a 

requirement depending on the area where the vacancy exists.
